Youth Mental Health First Aid is 
primarily designed for adults who, 
regularly interact with young people 
(ages 12-18).Youth Mental Health First 
Aid teaches adults to help adolescents 
who are experiencing a mental health 
or addictions challenge or is in crisis.

Both these 8-hour courses prepare members of the 
public to provide Mental Health First Aid to those in 
need.  This course is delivered by certified Mental 
Health First Aid USA instructors who completed a 
5-day training and meet other certifications.
